The Indiana Department of Education has found that early diagnostic testing plus intervention for students who are not yet college ready can lead to proficiency by the time students graduate from high school.  Here is a brief summary:   During the 2013 legislative session, the Indiana General Assembly passed HEA 1005, and the Governor signed P.L. 268 -2013 into law. A component of this law (IC 20-32-9) requires public and state accredited nonpublic school students who meet specific criteria to take a college- and career- readiness exam and potentially receive remediation.

Basically what this law requires for the 2017-18 school year is that Hanover Central High School examine all current juniors’ ISTEP 10 scores to determine if they meet college and career readiness criteria.  If students did not pass the Math and/or ELA ISTEP, they are required to test in the area that they did not pass.  If they did pass the ISTEP, we then look at their 10th grade PSAT scores.  Currently the standards for meeting the criteria are scoring a 21 or higher in Reading and a 23 or higher in Math for their 10th grade PSAT results. If your child does not have ISTEP and/or PSAT results from their 10th grade year, they are required to test in both areas.
Your child’s ISTEP and/or PSAT score fell below the cut off standards noted in the preceding paragraph in either Reading, Math, or both.  They will be required to take the ACCUPLACER Diagnostic Test in their required area(s) on November 16th.  Each test should take approximately 45 minutes to complete.  If your child does not have ISTEP and/or PSAT results from their 10th grade year, they are required to test in both areas.
The results of the ACCUPLACER are used to “drill down” and identify students’ strengths and weaknesses in specific skills.  Remediation may be provided to students who are identified as needing remediation by the ACCUPLACER.  Specific details regarding remediation are to be determined.
ACCUPLACER is a College Board product that Ivy Tech and other institutions use to determine if students are ready to take college level English and Math classes.  Based upon their ACCUPLACER score, Ivy Tech may require a student to take a remedial non-credit course before enrolling in the college level course.  This law is moving this identification earlier in a student’s school career.

The goal of this legislation is to help students be at college level readiness as they exit high school.
