	Summary:

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	You will need a sheet of paper for each child.  
Lesson

· Explain what it means to “get off on the right foot.”
· Pair up and have students trace their foot on a piece of paper.
· “Getting off on the right foot at school means creating a peaceful and respectful classroom.”
· Give students a chance to think of and write/draw one way to show respect on their foot prints.
· Introduce the counselor and explain how I can be a resource to students.
· After the lesson, give each child a copy of the Home Workout page to share with parents.

· Post the peaceful footprints in a prominent place to remind students of what they have learned.
