Lesson Plan Title: Hey Little Ant
Concept / Topic To Teach: To encourage students to consider other peoples’ points of view
Standards Addressed: ASCA National Standards: A:B1.2, PS:A2.2, PS:A2.3, PS:A2.4, PS:A2.6, PS:B1.7
Age range: 3-4
Required Materials: Hey Little Ant  by Hoose and Hoose
Step-By-Step Procedures: 

1. Introduce the topic by explaining that today we are going to talk about looking at things from someone else’s perspective.  Elicit some discussion to be sure they understand what this means.
2. Read Hey Little Ant .
3. Ask:

Why did the boy want to squish the ant?

What reasons did the ant give for why squishing him was wrong?
4.  Explain that we are going to have a debate and define that term.  Divide the class in half and assign one half to be the boy and the other to be the ant.  Give both sides 5 minutes to brainstorm reasons to support their side of the argument.  Then have them assign a spokesperson.  
5.  Give each side 2 minutes to give their arguments and 1 minute for rebuttal.  Vote for the winner.  

6.  Emphasize the importance of listening to and respecting other points of view in order to get along and learn from one another.

Alternative Activity: Create a Venn diagram of differences/similarities between the boy and the ant.

Plan For Independent Practice: Challenge students to really focus on listening to others’ points of view today.
Possible Connections To Other Subjects: The lesson teaches critical thinking, as well as public speaking skills.
