	Respecting Differences

	Summary:
	The students will learn to show respect for difference opinions.

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	Lesson

· “One of the reasons conflict exists is because people are so different.  Respecting differences is one way to resolve conflicts peacefully.”
· Play differences bingo (attached).  Students walk around and when they find someone who can answer yes to one of the questions, the person will sign that square.

·  Conduct an opinion poll (thumbs up for yes, down for no)
Recycling is a waste of time.

PE is the best special.

TV shows should be rated like movies.

Girls and boys should be able to play on the same sports teams.

Everyone has the right to practice their own religion.

Zoo animals should not be kept in cages.

· Select 2 volunteers that said yes to the last questions and 2 that said no.  Conduct a mini debate:
Person 1 states their opinion and why

Person 2 restates person 1’s opinion and then states his own opinion.

Continue until everyone’s opinion has been heard and restated.
· Discuss how various people groups have been discriminated against in the past because of differences of opinion.

· Conclude the lesson by reminding students that productive debates over opinions should include: respectful facial expression and body language and active listening (listening, restating and asking questions)
· After the lesson, give each child a copy of the Home Workout page to share with parents.
