	Title:
	Letters to Business Leaders

	Summary:
	Students will explore different career options and have the opportunity to learn more from workers in the field of their choice.

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	1. Ask students to list all the jobs they know of in our community.  Post these on the board.
2. Generate a second list of questions they might ask to learn more about any of these jobs.  Be sure to emphasize questions about the working environment (indoors or outdoors; with people or alone; physical or intellectual).
3. Ask students to identify the career they are most interested in.  Break them into groups of 2-3 of similar interest.
4. Explain that we are going to write letters to an actual business leader in our groups.  Review the parts of a letter and give sample headings and closings for them to follow.
5. Give time for them to complete their letter in their small group.

6. Send the letters to local businesses and return any responses to the students for follow up.
