	Title:
	Pipe Cleaner Cooperative

	Summary:
	Students will identify different learning styles and skills needed to work independently and in groups.

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	Have students sit at their desks for this lesson.
1. Review the 3 main learning styles from the 1st grade lesson.  Use hand motions to reinforce this.
2. Create a ven diagram on the board of tasks we can do independently, in groups or both.
3. Explain that they will each get 2 pipe cleaners and 7 minutes to create something with them.  They can decide whether to work independently or in a group with 1 or 2 other students.
4. Think-pair-share which they will choose and why.
5. Create 2 lists on the board-skills needed to work independently and skills needed to work in groups and add to them as the children share.
6. Give 7 minutes to create masterpieces.
7. Allow them to briefly share what they made and tell one skill they used to work together or alone.
