	Title:
	Let’s Explore a Career

	Summary:
	Students will explore different career options and have the opportunity to learn more about the field of their choice.

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	1. Hand out post-its and write this question on the board: “What are some things you would want to know before you decided on a career.”  Give suggestions (indoors/outdoors, etc.) and have them write one idea on a post-it and place it on the board.
2. Ask students to complete the career interest inventory.

3. Explain that they will do some research on their own to find out more about the field they preferred in the inventory.  As a class, identify 3 questions they all want to answer about their career and write these in the space provided on the back of the interest inventory.  
4. Encourage them as they research their chosen field to consider how the environment and responsibilities of that job fit with their own needs and preferences.
5. Give prizes to those who return their completed inventory.
